• The Board of Governors will be meet-
ing this fall to discuss the Delegate Pro-
gram and how they can provide support.

The goal is to promote a win-win sit-
uation for the AGA and its member
clubs, an opportunity for the members
to be heard and the ability for the AGA
to react quickly to the ongoing needs of
its members.

Club
Delegates—
Looking Back
and Moving
Forward

The AGA established its club delegate
program a little more than seven years
ago. The purpose was to improve com-
munication between the AGA and its
members clubs. Each club designated
one individual to be the liaison for the
transfer of information. These delegates
became our lifeline to our members. The
flow goes both ways—we provide them
with information that we would like to
have disseminated to the members, and
they provide us with valuable insights
and feedback on programs and issues
that are important to the club.

In order to get some feedback on the
success of this program, the Member Ser-
vices Committee sent a survey to all its
delegates this past summer. The results
were encouraging—90% of the respon-
dents thought the program was meeting
its objectives and that their efforts were
appreciated by the AGA. Many, however,
were unclear as to their roles and how it
related to other roles within the club.
Some delegates have been in this role
since the beginning of the program—
others tend to turnover every year or
two. In many cases, the newer delegates
seemed to be clearer on their purpose.

Based on the survey results, the AGA
has decided to make certain improve-
ments to the program. The AGA feels that
the delegate is the “Primary Conduit” to
the club and has restated that position.
The Delegate is a very important team
member, who strives to build golf in Ari-
zona and to work through issues of impor-
tance at the club level.

Some items that will be covered this fall
include:

• A new “Hot Items” Bulletin which
identifies those topics requiring immedi-
ate action by the Delegate. This will be
used infrequently and only when there is a

with a 140-yard shot that ended up about
13 feet past the hole.

With the match on the line, Prouty
found the bottom of the cup and Berk-
shire needed to hole out for the victory.
With his calm demeanor and steady play,
he nailed the putt without any hesitation
to claim the championship.

“I usually hit my long irons really
well,” he said. “My putting put me over
the top.”

Clearly recognizing he was beat by the
better player at least on this day, Prouty
was gracious in defeat. “He played flaw-
less today. He was the better player today
and that is all there was too it.”
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losing the match,” said the U of A’s
Prouty. “I wasn’t going to make it too easy
for him. I played 16 or 17 great holes, but
missing that short par putt on 12 and
leaving my tee shot in the bunker on the
[par-3] 17th really hurt me.”

The 468-yard par-4 12th hole was the
turning point of the match. Berkshire just
missed a 15-footer for birdie to even the
match, but the result didn’t matter with
Prouty missing his short par putt.

Heading to the short 323-yard par-4
14th hole, Berkshire, aided by a slight
breeze at his back, drove the green. The
ball stopped just three feet left of the hole.
Prouty, who was in the right greenside

bunker, chipped out and watched as his
ball rolled five feet past the hole. Berkshire
holed his putt for eagle and a 1-up lead.

Prouty evened the match on the par-5
16th hole, getting up and down from the
right greenside bunker for a birdie. His
tee shot on 17 came up short, landing in
the bunker, and proved to be a difficult
up and down. Meanwhile, Berkshire’s ball
was safely on the green, some 21 feet
below the hole. He was able to make par
and regain the lead to go 1-up. Both play-
ers had 300-plus yard drives on the 463-
yard par-4 18th hole. Berkshire stuffed his
160-yard approach shot just seven feet to
the left of the flagstick. Prouty answered

It never fails that in a major champi-
onship, whether it be an amateur or a pro-
fessional event, a player emerges out of
seemingly nowhere to capture the spotlight
with their gutty and inspiring performance.
We saw it in 2003 when Ben Curtis won the
British Open and Shaun Micheel won the
PGA Championship. This year, we saw it
when Michael Campbell won the U.S. Open
and Jason Gore was the story of the week.

The Arizona Amateur also has it share of
unlikely heroes, and this year Tom Hays, a
34-year-old club fitter from Chandler, truly
fit the bill. Emerging from an eight-man
playoff in dramatic fashion by driving the
387-yard 10th hole at Southern Dunes, he

earned the final spot in the match play portion
of the Championship,and proceeded to knock
out Ben Kern,the defending champion,1-up.

(Hays’ success was not unprecedented
by any means. In the 2004 tournament,
restaurateur Brian Mehr defeated the No.
1 seeded Charlie Beljan, a former U.S.
Junior Champion, in the first round and
went on to reach the quarterfinals.)

Just happy to be in the field, Hays had
nothing to lose and continued his march,
defeating Nicholas Carlson 3&2 in the
round of 32 players, Ryan Brooks 1-up in
the Sweet 16 and Ben Choe on the 21st
hole in the quarterfinals. Berkshire, the
eventual champion, halted Hays’ run
with a 1-up victory in the semifinals.

“It was such a great week,” Hays said
reflecting back. “I had so much fun and
really can’t put it into words.”
